District 7750 exceeded its polio eradication goals.District chair John 
Walker made this report:

According to Rotary Foundation trustee Bob Scott, we contributed 
$302,913.41 to Polio Eradication during the three-year campaign that 
ended last June 30. This consists of $237,053.76 from our clubs and 
DDF funds of $65,859.65.

Our clubs had pledged $284,921. The Foundation had set a goal of 
$91/Rotarian, or $300,300 for our district.
