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February is World Understanding

“The advancement of interna-
tional understanding, goodwill and 
peace through a world fellowship of 
business and professional persons 
united in the ideal of service.”

Despite continuing international 
tensions and conflicts, Rotarians will 
always transcend such barriers by 
joining in service to assist families 
and communities in need anywhere. 
The family of Rotary is made up of 
Rotarians from all backgrounds, cul-
tures, religions, and regions. Peace 
through International understanding 
is Rotary’s call to service.

Through world understanding, we 
can deliver peace.

 How can an individual Rotar-
ian deliver peace to another part 
of the world?  First, …”it is impor-
tant to remember the connection 
between humanitarian service and 
peace. Hunger, poverty and igno-
rance breed despair, anger and 
fear—emotions that too often lead 

to intolerance, conflict and war. 
People who suffer the ravages of 
abject poverty feel cut off from hope 
for a decent future, and they are the 
ones most vulnerable to the rhetoric 
of violence.” (J. Majiyagbe, RI Pres 
03-04)

That rhetoric can be stilled by 
bringing hope to the hopeless 
through projects.

The Rotary Club of Emerald City 
has an enduring project at East End 
Elementary school in Greenwood 
of mentoring and teaching Hispanic 
students. 

Spartanburg Rotary  through 
Children’s  Safewater  Project  has 
partnered with San Juan Rotary to 
buy 100 sand and gravel filters  to 
help ensure safe drinking water  to a 
town in the Dominican Republic.

Polio Plus Partners was estab-
lished in 1995 to help polio-endemic 
and high risk countries obtain tools 
and supplies necessary for polio 
eradication .In addition to providing 
recognizable clothing, the program 
funds vaccine carriers, bicycles, 
motor scooters, animals (for trans-
portation), billboards and posters.
