Rotary Leadership
Institute is a way to remedy that.

RLI is a series of three day-long
programs designed to help current
and future club leaders become
more informed about Rotary at the
club, district, zone and international
levels.

The next event will be Aug. 25 in
Columbia, followed by one on Dec. 9
in Greenville.

RLI'is taught in three parts. Part
1 covers the basics of what makes
a good club meeting, The Rotary
Foundation, membership retention,
service projects, and Rotary beyond
the club level. Parts 2 and 3 build on
this foundation.

All three parts will be taught
in Columbia and Greenville at the
Palmetto Expo Center. You must
complete the parts in sequence so
anyone who has completed Part 1 is
eligible for Part 2.

Those who have not participated
in RLI previously are encouraged

This past January the North Spartanburg Rotary 0 Qe \ 5
Club decided to provide this opportunity to 15 -
young men at Lone Oak Elementary School in
Spartanburg.

Eighty percent of the students at Lone Oak 753
qualify for free or reduced lunch. This astounding -
figure translates into families who are in need of S € i '
quality programs that will equip their youth with * J @ @
the necessary skills to become contributing citizens - @p
of our community.

In December 2005, Verotta Kennedy, principal
of Lone Oak, contacted the local Boy Scout office
about starting a scouting program for her youth.
After speaking with a local scouting professional,
she was instructed to find a community
organization to sponsor the troop.

After contacting multiple organizations,
her efforts were unsuccessful. Frustrated and
discouraged, Verotta returned to the scouting
professional for direction. She was advised to
consider civic groups as potential sponsors.

The North Spartanburg Rotary Club, which meets
less than two miles from the school, was thought to
be the perfect sponsor.

At a January meeting, it was brought before
the entire club to sponsor a Cub Scout program at
Lone Oak Elementary. There was an overwhelming
level of concurrence among the members, many of
whom were Eagle Scouts or scouts in their youth.

Since January, the club has agreed to furnish
the young scouts with uniforms, the school has
identified a cub master in Hayley McDowell, and
the youth of Lone Oak Elementary are appreciative
of the support and concern shown by the North
Spartanburg Rotary Club.
