As you have heard me say many times, 
the Foundation is the “fuel” for Rotary International’s engine, the 
engine that drives its humanitarian, educational and PolioPlus 
programs.

I am very proud of our clubs and their members. Over the 
past few years we have increased our participation in Foundation 
Matching Grant programs through the continued participation 
of our larger clubs and the combined efforts of the smaller clubs. 
This year we will support matching grant projects in Haiti (2), 

Honduras (2), El Salvador and Brazil. And there may be others 
before the end of the year. These are your contributions to the 
Annual Programs Fund working!

On page 9 you will see that the District Simplified Grants 
Committee has awarded $23,350 to clubs working to improve 

their communities. These clubs are to be congratulated not only 
for their $100+/member contributions to the Annual Programs 
Fund but also for their initiative in giving back to programs in 
their communities.

Because you have chosen to be a Rotarian, I ask that you sup-
port its programs both with your time and talents and with your 
financial contributions. Have your club secretary bill you for $25 
each quarter (less than 30 cents/day) and become a sustaining 
member. If you prefer, you can have deductions made directly to 
the Foundation via your bank or credit card.

But most of all make a contribu-
tion that makes you feel proud to be a Rotarian and to support its 
many humanitarian and educational programs.
