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PDG Bill Boyd teaching English in Costa Rica

Greetings from Costa Rica

I arrived in Costa Rica on
October 15 and started my TEFL
(Teaching English as a Foreign
Language) certification course on
October 29.

We had 9 students in the class
ranging in age from 19 to 65. I
don’t have to tell you who the 65
year old was. I had forgotten how
much fun it was to be in school
and thoroughly enjoyed the expe-
rience.

I must say the facilitation tech-
niques I learned from Pam Wall
during RLI training came in very
handy as the TEFL method uses
many of the same techniques. I
graduated on November 25 and
began searching for a job.

The Costa Rican government
has a plan in place to have 35,000
more people speaking English
by the end of 2009, with 5,000 of
these reaching level C1, indicating
that they have an element of flu-
ency to their use of the language.

By 2017, all high school gradu-
ates will have ability in the lan-
guage with at least 25% of those
reaching the CI level. In order to
accomplish this they have con-
tracted with six private institutions
to teach English to young adults.

On December 5 I was hired by
Idioma International, one of the
six institutions, and began teach-
ing on December 8. I teach on M-
W-F from 1:00 pm to 9:30 pm and
on T'Th from 5:30 pm to 9:30 pm
all classes are four hours long and
have from 8 to 12 students.

The course is free to the stu-
dents, but they have very rigid
attendance requirements. The
students are very enthusiastic
and possess a real desire to learn.
Many of them work all day and
attend the class at night.

When PDG Dave Moreman
D7570 heard that I was coming to
Costa Rica he told me that his club
has had a sister club in San Pedro,
CR for many years.

Ironically the Rotary club of
San Pedro/Curridabat is less than a
mile from where I am living and is
the club I am attending.

Dave’s club, the Rotary Club of
Front Royal, has just completed a
project where they shipped three
40 foot containers of surplus
school equipment (desks, chairs,
filing cabinets, etc.) to its sister

club in San Pedro. The materials
had been deemed surplus by the
Warren County School Board and
were donated by the School board
for the project.
According to Dave, “This was
a great project for our club to be
involved with. These items will be
used to furnish a recently autho-
rized Technical High School in a
very distressed barrio in Currida-
bat, CR and other schools as need.”
I would like to say I miss all my
Rotarian friends in District 7750,
but I'm thoroughly enjoying this
new chapter in my life.
